-Liam called to order at 4:00PM 
- Liam read the agenda
-Referee clinic will be held in Moncton on January 22, ’05. Allan Reid will put the clinic on if we can get an assessor. The purpose of this is to allow Allan to become the second B1 referee in the province, besides George Boone, who would be qualified to deliver the initial referee clinics.

-Allan raised the issue of costing for the referee/coaching clinics. The honorarium will be an issue of future discussion in terms of formalizing this process.

-Allan informed the group that he has been asked to deliver a Level I coaching clinic in Campbellton on February 5th, 2005. Liam stated that it should be understood that the same financial support for this clinic and its participants would be provided as was given to the same training in Moncton in October, 2004. Squash NB would cover the costs, provided that participants volunteered and logged 10 coaching hours to their clubs within 6 months.
- University Program- Squash Canada will be sending Kevin Doucet to deliver the UP on several dates in the Maritimes. He will, tentatively, be in NB for one week at the beginning of February, 2005. Regional clubs will be encouraged to plan to have participants and facilities ready for his arrival. University/College age students are his targeted group, but Kevin is interested in using his time in the province to assist with juniors, women, recreational and competitive men, Skills Award Program, and coaches clinics.

- World Squash Day is March 19th, 2005. Clubs are encouraged to plan activities that give exposure to squash as OIC is considering our sport as an Olympic event. There was a suggestion that we somehow try to tie this into the NB Open.
-Wayne Gallant’s resignation accepted and Liam McGuigan’s becomes president. Frank Legacy’s name is put forward as vice-president, but he will remain Moncton rep.  Moved by George. Seconded by Allan. Passed unanimously. 

-Frank Legacy gave an overview of the Canada Games meeting in Edmunston. Several steps need to be taken within a relatively short period in order to conform to Canada Games expectations. This includes, but is not limited to, setting up a coach and player selection criteria, and developing a training schedule, plan, and budget.
